Student Impressions of Germany

Every year, a select number of students from the University of Auckland’s Department of German and Slavonic Studies are awarded short-term exchange scholarships offered by the DAAD (German Academic Exchange Service) or the University of Auckland which enable them to attend courses at a university of their choice in Germany. This evening, we take great pleasure in introducing three of these students, two of whom were recipients of a DAAD “Winterkurs” scholarship at the University of Freiburg, Lauren O’Sullivan and Robert Schultz (who also took a DAAD “Encounter Europe” course at the European Academy of Otzenhausen at Nonnweiler, in the Saarland), as well as Beaumont Schoeman, who also studied at the University of Freiburg, under a student exchange programme operated by the University of Auckland.


In talks that are largely serious (but occasionally light-hearted), Lauren, Robert and Beaumont will recount some of their more memorable impressions and experiences gained during their time as exchange students in Germany. What expectations did they have of Germany before beginning their scholarships? Did their experience of life in Germany differ from what they had expected beforehand, and if so, how? We will consider all these questions tonight – and a number of others as well.
